o Integrating Biblical principles and the ACA Philosophy of Education throughout the curriculum,
instruction, and activities.
o Motivating students to accept God's gift of salvation and fostering their spiritual journey through
being a Christian role model.
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e Confirming Authentic Relationships Through:
o Communicating effectively and regularly with parents/guardians about student performance and
needs.
o Managing classroom structure, procedures, and behavioral expectations to create a positive,
safe, and orderly learning environment.
o Modeling professional and ethical behavior in alignment with ACA’s mission and vision.
